The current solar power generation in Rhode Island is about 42,000 MWh each year, which is only .05% of

the state's energy needs--but it could be much greater. If all solar-viable rooftops were to go solar, power

generation could increase to between 3,390 MW and 7,340 MW per year--enough electricity, possibly, to

power every home in the Ocean State.
